MUSIC  NOTES 
                

 
ñBeautiful Saviorò ï arr. David Cherwien 
Although it is known to have been written at least fifteen years earlier, the original German text 
(ñSchºnster Herr Jesuò) was first published in the M¿nster Gesangbuch (1677).  The anonymous 
English translation of this Roman Catholic hymn first appeared in Willisô Church Chorals and Choir 
Studies (New York, 1850).  A fourth stanza was added by Joseph A. Seiss in 1873 and appeared as 
part of his full translation in The Sunday School Book of the American Lutheran General Council 
(Philadelphia, 1873).   
 
ñO Worship the Kingò ï arr. Barbara B. Kinyon 
This hymn version of Psalm 104 celebrates in rich language the works of God in creation.  It is Sir 
Robert Grantôs (1779-1838) adaptation of an earlier setting by William Kethe which appeared in 
Fourscore and seven Psalmes (1561) and was first printed in Christian Psalmody (1883).   
 
ñRejoice, the Lord Is Kingò ï arr. Anna Laura Page 
The text for this hymn first appeared in Charles Wesleyôs (1707-1788) Hymns for Our Lordôs 
Resurrection (1746).  The refrain is based on Philippians 4:4, ñRejoice in the Lord alway:  and again I 
say, Rejoice.ò  Though often sung for Ascension, the hymn was written for the theme of Easter, where 
Christ reigns victorious over sin and death.   
 
ñCrown Him Lord of All!ò ï arr. Lloyd Larson 
The hymn ñAll Hail the Power of Jesusô Nameò combines texts from both John Rippon (1751-1836) and 
Edward Perronet (1726-1792).  The triumphal text of the hymn does justice to Johnôs great revelation 
of the hosts of heaven loudly proclaiming the risen Christôs lordship.  Christ trades his crown of thorns 
for the ñmany crownsò of a worthy king (Revalation 19:12), all the ransomed recognize and exalt their 
Redeemer, and believers everywhere become part of the great coronation ceremony.  Lloyd Larsonôs 
arrangement combines two tunes that have been used with the text: DIADEM and CORONATION.  
The first tune is often found in the Mennonite and Church of the Brethren hymnals while the second 
tune is the one most frequently paired with the text.
